If you are homebound and at least 60 years 
old, Meals on Wheels can be delivered to 
your home in Arcata, Eureka, Fortuna and 
McKinleyville. Call us regarding service to 
other communities.

For diners age 60 and older, the suggested 
contribution is $3.50 per meal; however, 
participants contribute what they can afford. 
No one 60+ is denied a meal because of 
inability or unwillingness to contribute.

Those under 60 years of age are welcome at 
HSRC’s Heritage Cafés; there is a fee for lunch.

Volunteer Opportunities
HSRC offers an environment that is fun 
and meaningful for volunteers.
